“Elephant Hunting” was the first presentation, delivered
by Dr. Trent Rehill, VP Exploration for Kulczyk Oil
Ventures of Calgary. He vividly described the
fascination  with exploration  that motivates
explorationists the world over. Trent began his career
in Calgary, which then led him (like many CSPG
members) around the world. His African career and
adventures is the cross over point between the world of

petroleum exploration and the topic of hominid origins, presented by Dr. lan Tattersall,
Director Emeritus of Anthropology at the American Museum of Natural History in New
York.

Dr. Tattersall explores the human hereditary tree from
its roots over 3 million years ago (and possibly 5
million) through periods when many hominids
occupied the world, to the present day when Homo
sapiens rules this planet alone. The two talks are
available on the CSPG website for those unfortunate
enough to be unable to attend it live.
